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TAXONOMY OF TWO SPECIES OF PEASIELLA (GASTROPODA, LITTORINIDAE)

Abstract Two species belonging to the genus Peasiella were identified during the systematic study of the shellfish
specimens of Family Littorinidae collected in the coastal waters of China over the years: Peasiella habei D. Reid & Mak,
1998 and Peasiella roepstorffiana Nevill, 1885. The specimens were collected from the coast of Shandong and Hainan
Provinces, China, and inhabited on coastal intertidal zones and shallow reefs. In this paper, the shell morphology, radula
characteristics, and geographical distribution of the two species are described in detail, and their taxonomic status and main
identification characteristics are discussed. It shows that the number and arrangement of radulae are important taxonomic
features in diagnosing species of Peasiella. In addition, Trochus zhangi Dong, 2002 was attributed to the junior synonym of
Peasiella roepstorffiana Nevill, 1885.
